K.'\^/. I-ee is a renov/ned ,ioulnalist, having worked in the mainstream and ethnic
m,grliar for 40 years as a rr3porter, editor, and publisher. He has covered such issues as
ci.yil r:ightls struggles in thLe South inL the early 1960s, massive vote buying practices in

southem \Vest Virginia, ard the pliglrt of Appalachian coal miners, brut he is best known
for authoring an investigiltive series on the 1974 San Francisco Chinatown ganglzrnd

murdr:r convic:tion of immigrant Chol Soo Lee, upon which the film "True Believer" \,vas
ba.sed. His fir,e-.year-long coverage rvith more than 720 articles led to a new trial and an
eventuial acquittal and relerase of the prisoner from San Quentin's Death Row.

Inspired by the lif'btime of s,:rvice of civil rights activist K.W. Lee, the Center
reflects his passion for corrmunity c:onsciousness and his dedicatiorr to fostering young

leaders. The rnission of the Center is to train young people to take proactive steps towrard
impror,'ing and enriching the: quality of life in their communities.
